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HIGHER SECONDARY EXAMINATION RESULTS  

MARCH 2021 

GENERAL INFORMATION 

373788 school going regular students appeared for the Higher Secondary Examination, March 

2021 from 2035 schools and 328702 became eligible for higher studies (EHS), the percentage of 

results for this year being 87.94, last year the percentage was 85.13. The department congratulates 

especially the 496 candidates who secured 1200 scores out of 1200 and the 48383 students who got 

A+ in all subjects. 

Result statistics reveal that of the 194304 girls who took the exam, 182260 (93.80%) became 

eligible for higher studies, while from among the 179484 boys 146442 (81.59%) qualified for higher 

studies. The statistics for the various streams show that in the science stream 159958 (90.52%) 

candidates qualified for higher studies from the 176717 who took the exam, while in the humanities 

stream it is 63814 (80.43%) candidates out of 79338. And in the commerce stream 104930 (89.13%) 

candidates qualified for higher studies among the 117733 candidates who appeared for the exam.  

In the sector wise results the Aided sector tops with 90.37% (out of 192899 candidates 

173361 qualified for higher studies) followed by the Un Aided sector 87.67% (20479 candidates out of 

23358 became eligible for higher studies). In the Government sector the percentage of E.H.S is 

85.02% (134655 candidates qualified for higher studies out of 158380). In the Technical sector the 

percentage of E.H.S is 84.39 (1011 candidates qualified for higher studies out of 1198). 

Eligibility for higher studies is D+ or above grade for all subjects with 30% scores in theory 

alone and an aggregate total of 30% in theory, practical evaluation and continuous evaluation taken 

together. 

Double valuation was done for the answer scripts of Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics. The 

tabulations of all subjects were done online.  

Among the districts, Eranakulam District with a percentage of 91.11 tops the list while 

Pathanamthitta is the district with the lowest percentage ie. 82.53%. Malappuram District tops the 

list with 6707 candidates scoring A+ grade in all subjects. 



Among the schools St. Mary’s HSS Pattom presented the highest number of candidates for 

the exam ie. 841 and came out with a pass percentage of 96.20% followed by MSM HSS 

Kallingalparamba, Malappuram (773 candidates 95.99%) and SVHSS Palemed, Malappuram (759

Candidates 88.41%) 

In addition to 373788 school going regular students, students from the following categories 

also appeared for higher secondary examination, March 2021. 

a. TECHNICAL STREAM

The Technical Stream of the Higher Secondary Course is run by technical schools. In the 

technical Stream 1198 candidates took the higher secondary examination, March 2021 from 15

technical schools. 1011 Candidates became eligible for higher studies, the pass percentage being 

84.39. Last year it was 87.94%. Among the technical stream students who became eligible for higher 

studies 71 secured A+ in all subjects. 

b. ART STREAM

The Art Stream is conducted in the Kalamandalam Art Higher Secondary School. This year 75 

students appeared for the higher secondary examination and 67 qualified for higher studies. The pass 

percentage is 89.33. 

c. SCOLE KERALA

47721 candidates appeared for the higher secondary examination, March 2021 in various 

streams through State Council for Open and Life Long Education (SCOLE) and 25292 qualified for 

higher studies. The percentage of results is 53.00 Last year it was 43.64. Among the students who 

were presented by the SCOLE, 621 secured A+ in all subjects. 

d. PRIVATE COMPARTMENTAL CANDIDATES

Candidates of March 2010 to March 2020 higher secondary examinations who failed to attain 

D+ or above grades for all subjects and who had attended the first year higher secondary 

improvement examination in July 2020 also registered for March 2021 examination as private 

compartmental candidates. Out of 15267 students in this category, 6648 students qualified for higher 

studies (43.54%).

SAY EXAMINATION

Those students who registered and appeared for the HSE 2021 March (both regular and 

compartmental) and failed to obtain sufficient grade for higher studies in any subject can apply for 

the SAY examination to obtain D+ and above in such subjects. The notification for the examination 

will be issued shortly. 

REVALUATION/PHOTOCOPY/SCRUTINY OF ANSWER SCRIPTS

The students can apply for revaluation/photocopy/scrutiny of all subjects except revaluation 

of Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics of March 2021 examination from 29/07/2021 onwards. The 

notification of the same is available in the HSE portal.
