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HIGHER SECONDARY EXAMINATION RESULTS  

MARCH 2022

GENERAL INFORMATION

Out of 361091 school going regular students appeared for the Higher Secondary Examination, 

March 2022, 302865 became eligible for higher studies (EHS) from 2028 schools. The percentage of 

results for this year being 83.87 and last year the percentage was 87.94. The result was calculated by 

taking into account the first and second year scores. Double valuation system was adopted for 

physics, chemistry and mathematics subjects.

Result statistics reveal that of the 189370 girls who took the examination, 169095 (89.29%) 

became eligible for higher studies, while from among the 173306 boys 134871 (77.82%) qualified for 

higher studies. The statistics shows that in the science stream 154320 (86.14%) candidates qualified 

for higher studies from the 179153 who took the examination, while in the humanities stream it is 

55183 (75.61%) candidates out of 72983, and in the commerce stream 93362 (85.69%) candidates 

qualified for higher studies among the 108955 candidates who appeared for the exam. 21599

(60.91%) SC students out of 35455, 3002 (53.39%) ST students out of 5622, 9493 (73.20%) OEC

students out of 12967 and 196886 (86.44%) OBC students out of 227763 and 71885 (90.66%) other

category out of 79284 qualified for higher studies.

In the sector wise results, the Aided sector tops with 86.02% (out of 183327 candidates 

157704 qualified for higher studies) followed by the Government sector 81.72% (125581 candidates 

out of 153673 became eligible for higher studies) and in the Un Aided sector the percentage of E.H.S 

is 81.12% (19374 candidates qualified for higher studies out of 23884). 28450 students secured A+

grade in all subjects. Out of this 22117 are girls and 6333 are boys. 19490 students from science 

combination, 2871 students from humanities combination and 6089 students from commerce 

combination.

While 28450 students secured A+ grade in all subjects, 52432 students got A grade or above, 

54557 students got B+ grade or above, 61893 students got B grade or above, 64059 students got C+

grade or above, 41419 got C grade or above and 56 students D+ grade or above in all subjects. 58099

students got D grade and 72 students got E grade. Eligibility for higher studies is D+ or above grade for 

all subjects with 30% scores in theory alone and an aggregate total of 30% in theory, practical 

evaluation and continuous evaluation taken together.



Among the districts, Kozhikode District with a percentage of 87.79 tops the list while 

Wayanad is the district with the lowest percentage ie. 75.07%. 

Among the schools St. Mary’s HSS Pattom participated the highest number of candidates for 

the exam ie. 784 and came out with a pass percentage of 89.92%, followed by SVHSS Palemed, 

Malappuram (741 candidates 85.43%) and MSM HSS Kallingalparamba, Malappuram (714

Candidates 96.64%). 78 schools have 100% pass percentage whereas 17 schools with below 30% pass

percentage. Malappuram district tops the list with 4283 candidates scoring A+ grade in all subjects.  

In addition to 361091 school going regular candidates, the following categories also appeared 

for higher secondary examination, March 2022.

a. TECHNICAL STREAM

The Technical Stream of the Higher Secondary Course is run by technical schools. In this 

stream 1518 candidates took the higher secondary examination, March 2022 from 15 technical 

schools. 1043 candidates became eligible for higher studies. The pass percentage is 68.71. Among the 

technical stream students who became eligible for higher studies, 33 secured A+ in all subjects.

b. ART STREAM

The Art Stream is conducted in the Kerala Kalamandalam Art Higher Secondary School. 67

students appeared for the higher secondary examination and 58 qualified for higher studies. The pass 

percentage is 86.57.

c. SCOLE KERALA 

44890 candidates appeared for the higher secondary examination, March 2022 in various 

streams through State Council for Open and Life Long Education (SCOLE) and 21185 qualified for 

higher studies. The percentage of results is 47.19. Among the students from SCOLE Kerala, 583

secured A+ in all subjects. 911 students out of 980 from science combination (92.96%), 12977

students out of 28320 from humanities combination (45.82%) and 7297 students out of 15590 from 

commerce combination (46.81%) became eligible for higher studies. The highest number of 

candidates appeared from this category is from Malappuram district (18446).

d. PRIVATE COMPARTMENTAL CANDIDATES

Candidates of March 2010 to March 2021 higher secondary examinations who failed to attain 

D+ or above grades for all subjects and who had attended the first year higher secondary 

improvement examination in January 2022 and also registered for March 2022 examination are 

known as private compartmental candidates. Out of 15324 students in this category, 5636 students 

qualified for higher studies (36.78%). 



SAY/IMPROVEMENT EXAMINATION

Those students who registered and appeared for the HSE 2022 March (both regular and 

compartmental) and failed to obtain sufficient grade for higher studies in any subject can apply for 

the SAY examination to obtain D+ or above in such subjects. Regular candidates of the second year 

higher secondary examination, who became eligible for higher studies, can register to improve the 

scores of any one of the subject. The notification for the same will be available in HSE Portal.

REVALUATION/PHOTOCOPY/SCRUTINY OF ANSWER SCRIPTS

The students can apply for revaluation/photocopy/scrutiny of all subjects except revaluation 

of Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics of March 2022 examination from 22/06/2022 onwards. The 

notification of the same is available in the HSE portal.
